NZFC REWRITE WORKSHOP 2010
The fifth NZFC Rewrite Workshop will take place in March 2010.
The Rewrite Workshop is a three day intensive script development initiative designed to help writer/producer teams to devise a development plan for the next draft of their film. 

In this workshop, we focus on identifying the best way forward for each of the selected screenplays and teams. The ideal outcome is one that will move the project closer to production but there are no preconceived notions as to the type of work that each team will undertake on their next draft. The only goal for selected teams is to emerge with a clear strategy to progress the project and a work plan to achieve it. The three-day process by which teams arrive at that plan is one of exploration – of examining and questioning the themes, genre, narrative and characters in their existing draft screenplay – guided and inspired by the workshop tutors and visiting speakers. It is also a common part of the process for teams to examine their own working practice and relationships.
The workshop may be particularly useful to: 
· projects that have reached a sticking point in their progress towards a market ready script 
· writer/producer teams who feel that intensive examination of their script would be beneficial before they approach their next major draft

· teams who feel that their internal working relationships would benefit from outside advice
Comments from some past participants:

The script has been developed to a far greater degree than I would have achieved on my own.
I learnt that our script was too ambitious to be a first film – a wonderfully hard lesson to learn but…it was the best outcome…to face the hard truths that we often don’t ask ourselves.
It was a good, practical, craft-based experience.
This scheme is open to

New Zealand feature film screenwriter and producer teams who have a project in development with NZFC that has already reached at least a second draft. In cases where a director who is not the writer is already attached we will consider them as part of the team.
Selection Process

The selection of scripts to participate in the workshop will be made by NZFC development staff in conjunction with script consultant Claire Dobbin, who leads the workshop.
Up to four teams will be selected to attend the 3 day workshop on 18th, 19th and 20th of March 2010.  

Location

The workshop is most likely to be conducted in Auckland at this stage. However the location may change depending on the origin of projects. The NZFC will cover the costs of travel and accommodation for participants who are not residents of the host city.
The Workshop
The workshop will be run by Claire Dobbin. This year we also welcome back two international tutors - Rob Ritchie and Wendall Thomas – and there will be a fourth tutor, yet to be finalized, from NZ or Australia. 

Each project will be assigned a lead tutor and the three days will be divided between whole group sessions and individual project meetings. There will be at least one visiting speaker, usually an established screenwriter. 

About the Tutors

Claire Dobbin is a former Senior Development Executive at the Australian Film Commission and is a script editor of international repute.

Rob Ritchie is a UK writer and script advisor, previously Literary Manager and Associate Director of the Royal Court Theatre in London, and Script Associate at Channel 4. 
Wendall Thomas is a LA based script consultant, screenwriter and Professor of Screenwriting in the Graduate School of Film and Television at UCLA.
