Permitted formats
Feature films
Television
Digital format productions
Minimum financial contribution
Bilateral Co-production: 20% 
Multipartite Co-production: 10%
In the event that the Israeli co-producer or the New Zealand co-producer is composed of several production companies, the financial contribution of each company can’t be less than 5% of the total budget of the co-production film.
Creative contribution
No less than 20% (assessed using a creative points test). 
Must be proportional to a co-producer’s financial investment in the co-production.
Permitted non-party personnel
Australian nationals (treated as “New Zealanders” for certification purposes).
Some non-party personnel in “exceptional circumstances.”
Expenditure
Treaty is silent on expenditure requirements but note the NZFC’s Co-Production Guidelines typically require expenditure to be proportionate to a co-producer’s financial and creative contribution.  
Location shooting
Permitted if the script or the subject of the film requires it (with prior approval).
Other
Applications for provisional approval must be submitted at least 60 days prior to the start of shooting or key animation.
The replacement of a co-producer on a project is subject to prior approval from the competent authorities as is the participation of a producer from a third country.
