Competent authorities
NZ: New Zealand Film Commission (NZFC)
Poland: Minister of Culture and National Heritage
Permitted formats
Films intended for distribution in cinemas (with the exception of documentary and animated films, which are not required to be distributed in cinemas).
Minimum financial contribution
20%
Creative contribution
Not less than 20%. Assessed using a creative personnel points test.
Must be in reasonable proportion to a co-producer’s financial contribution.
Permitted non-party personnel
EU or EEA citizens (treated as Polish for certification purposes).
Australian nationals (treated as New Zealanders for certification purposes).
In “exceptional circumstances” where the co-production film requires it, some non-party personnel may be permitted with joint approval of the competent authorities.
Expenditure
Spend must align with a co-producer's financial contribution.
Location shooting
Permitted in third countries if the script requires it and if New Zealand and Polish technicians are involved in this work (with prior approval).
Other
Must apply for provisional certification 60 days prior to the commencement of shooting.
The Polish side only requires provisional certification of a project (NB: the New Zealand side requires both Provisional and Final certification – NZFC Co-Production Guidelines).
