Australian nationals (treated as New Zealanders for certification purposes).
Local crew for location shoots (requires prior approval).
Lead cast for script or financing reasons (requires prior approval).
Restricted no. of technical personnel in exceptional circumstances (requires prior approval).
Expenditure
Spend must align with a co-producer's financial and creative contribution.
Location shooting
Permitted in third countries (requires prior approval).
Other
90% of the footage must be original unless otherwise approved.
Original soundtrack must be in official languages of either country; dubbing/subtitling in other languages permitted.
