Bilateral co-productions: 20%
Multilateral co-productions: 10%. 
Financial only-co-productions: 10-25% (subject to prior approval by the competent authorities).
In the case of a multipartite co-production, the third country co-producer's contribution may not exceed 30% of the total cost of the film.  
Creative contribution
Not less than 20%, assessed using a creative personnel points test.
Must be in reasonable proportion to a co-producer’s financial contribution.
Permitted non-party personnel
EU or EEA nationals (treated as "Spanish" for certification purposes).
Australian nationals (treated as “New Zealanders” for certification purposes).
Some technical and artistic personnel where script or financing requires (with prior approval).
Location-based hires allowed in the case of approved location shoots (requires prior approval).
Expenditure
Should reflect the financial and creative contributions of each co-producer (NZFC guidelines).
Location shooting
Permitted in third countries with prior approval from the competent authorities.
Other
Provisional approval must be obtained prior to the commencement of filming.
At least 90% of the footage must be specially shot for the project unless otherwise approved.
